The un-
forgettable, heartbreaking story 
of the unlikely friendship between 
a wealthy boy and the son of his 
father’s servant, The Kite Runner 
is a beautifully crafted novel set in 

a country that is in the     
process of being destroyed. It 
is about the power of reading, 
the price of betrayal, and the 
possibility of redemption, and 
it is also about the power of 
fathers over sons-their love, 
their sacrifices, their lies.

Everything included has 
been carefully selected by a special 
advisory committee of the American 
Association of Law Libraries. In  
addition there are law-related     
articles from  over 1,000 business 
and  general periodicals.
