The library catalog may be searched in a variety of ways. It might be helpful 
for you to think of it as a 1-2-3 process. Step One: From the search screen 
of the library catalog, you enter the words you are using for your search in 
the ‘Find This’ box.  

Step Two: Here you define the type of search you are making. There is a 
list that you choose from. The default is a keyword relevance search. If you 
know something more specific, such as the author or title, select that type 
of search. You may also use a  subject search, or call number search and 
more.  See search tips at lower right of the search screen.  

Step Three: Simple! Once you have filled in the ‘Find This’ box and de-
fined what type of search you’re making, click on ‘Search’. For more in-
depth help searching the library catalog visit the library homepage, click on 
‘Guides’, then select ‘Library Tutorials’. 
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The University Archives is a 
collection of documents pro-
duced by and about this institu-
tion beginning in 1920.  

What can I find in the ar-
chives? Primary materials 
such as college administrative 
and departmental reports, pro-
grams and posters from events 
held on the campus, and cata-
logs from the earliest days to 
the present are included.  For-
mer students sometimes need 
program or course descriptions 
from as far back as 20 
years.  Copies of the student 
newspaper are also stored 
here, as well as copies of the 
college yearbooks, university-
published journals, and student 

theses and dissertations  (we 
also have copies of these 3 
items in the regular library 
collections for students to 
access).    Many of our faculty 
publications also are available 
in the Archives. 

Finding archive items

For faculty publications in the 
general circulating collection 
please use the Library Catalog 
and search under the faculty 
member's name. 

What about borrowing ma-
terials? Items in the Archives 
cannot be borrowed, but many 
can be viewed in the library if 
requested in advance.  The Ar-
chives material is available for 
University Departments to use 
in the production of publica-
tions or events for the univer-
sity. Please contact the Head of 
Technical Services or the Uni-
versity Librarian for these re-
quests.
